Intro 

• Meeting my birth aunt for the first time and seeing the family resemblance 
o Do you share the family resemblance of God? 

• Main Point: Live Out Who You are as a Kid of the King 
• Main Question: How do I live as a Kid of the King? 
• Colossians 3:12-17 

o Background: Jesus supremacy  
▪ Ch. 1: transferred domain of darkness  
▪ Ch. 2: rooted and built up, substance  
▪ Ch. 3: seek the things above, you’ve died, put to death, put on…it is like 

coming out of fog into sunlight “NT Wright” 

1. Be Characterized by Jesus’ Qualities (vss. 12-14) 

12 Therefore, as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe 

yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and 

patience. 13 Bear with each other and forgive one another if any of 

you has a grievance against someone. Forgive as the Lord forgave 

you. 14 And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all 

together in perfect unity.  

 

 
a. Clothing: put it on every day, intentional, what you’re known for 
b. What qualities are you known for? 
c. The forgiven are called to be the forgivers 
d. Tuning Fork: discord and disharmony, brings us back in, community  

 

 

2. Let Jesus’ Peace Call the Shots (vs. 15) 



15 Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since as members of one body you were 

called to peace. And be 

thankful.  

a. Umpire: clarity, order, sets the tone, manages our perceptions/reactions 

 

 
b. How are you letting peace rule in your interactions? 
b. Our unity in the midst of diversity stand out in a fragmented and polarizing world  

 

 

 

3. Let Jesus’ Word Overflow Into Everything (vs. 16-17) 
a. Twinkies: what you let into your body affects..what is dwelling in you? What you let into 
your heart affects what comes out.  
b. Apply:  

• Being a part of the family means taking care of the kids 
o As children of God, we take care of the children in this family 
o Millstone passage
